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E STROKE REHAB REFERRAL Discharge Check List
For Transfer of Stroke Patients to Inpatient Rehab

Inpatient rehab should be notified before transfer of patient if;

e Patient requires medications not usually available in a rehabilitation pharmacy e.g. nonformulary antibiotics, Antiviral HIV
medications, novel antiepileptic medications

e Any changes in infection status
New IV insert

Significant change/deterioration in medical condition
